Focus 
You have been whisked back in time where you find yourself responsible for organizing a Multicultural fair that will showcase your cultures and traditions as well as those of 2 of your neighbouring civilizations. What 3 aspects would best represent your cultures? 
Work in teams of 3 to develop a plan to include the cultures of your choice, the specific aspects that you will present, your method(s) of presentation and team members’ responsibilities
· Use your textbook to help you decide on your topics
· Develop a web (plan) to help you organize your ideas

	
Find and Filter 
Work together
· Use the Timeline feature in World Book Student  to help you choose the 3 civilizations

Work by yourself
· Use the World Book Student to locate articles relating to your topic
· Use the “Save to my Backpack’  feature in World Book Student to store the articles, images and websites that you think will help you with your project
· Use EBSCO’s Canadian Student Research Centre to locate additional timelines, articles and images relating to your topic
· Use the “add to folder” feature to save materials article etc. that you find as you search this database

Work together
· As a team use the plan to decide which of the resources that you have collected would be the best ones to use to help you complete your project
· Save those articles, images etc. to your My Documents folder
· Using the plan highlight the specific sections of the text articles that relate to your plan

	Work with the Information 
· Work with the information that you have highlighted and makes notes on your topic  (re-write in your own words)
· Organize you notes into a table with 3 columns so that each civilization has its own column and each topic has its own row. This will make it easier to compare your information and to decide what you will present at your Fair and how you will present it.
· Locate pictures, charts, maps etc. that will help you illustrate your topic and make your presentation more interesting 

	Communicate 
Work together 
· As a class decide on the best location and layout for the Fair
· As a team to decide on the best way to present your information
· Consider using pictures, maps, diagrams and charts 
· Make a model of an art object
· Dress as a person from one of the cultures
· Prepare food from the culture

Reflect
· Did your plan help?
· What problems did you have finding the information that you needed?
· Which resource was the easiest to use? Had the most information?
· Why did you choose your particular idea or item to be part of the Fair?

Outlining the lesson
· Use the Getting Started Guide to learn about the Research Quest Model and for ideas for integrating ICT
· Discuss the need to plan before starting the project. Students should use their textbook as a starting point for topic ideas
· Demonstrate creating a Mindmap using a tool such as Inspiration
· Model using the Timeline feature in World Book Student
· Set up your own ‘My Backpack” as an example for the students and then model saving an article or image by clicking on the “Save to my Backpack” link in the Tools box at the top of the article page then open the My Backpack link at the top right of the screen to see what has saved

Assessment
· Students should be assessed on:
· Find and Filter - how well the information that they gathered relates to their plan
· Working with Information – how well they were able to locate key facts 
· Working with Information – the quality of their notes – format and content ( are they in their own words)
· Communicate – does their final product effectively present their ideas? 
· Use the ICT Performance Standards to help you develop the assessment rubrics – the standards are developed for grades 5 – 10 but offer useful guidelines that can be adapted to Grade. 3 (See the Quick Scale)
· The RubiStar site has many examples of Rubrics and can be used to develop your own
