Lesson Plan: Survival                                                         Grades: 6
	Focus 
You have the opportunity to take part in a survival adventure and have a week to collect and pack your essential items.
· Work together as a class to brainstorm a list of essential tools and supplies as well as information that you think will need to before you can make your decision about what to take. (** Physical Environment, vegetation, wildlife etc.). You will only be able to take 5 items from your list. 
· Now brainstorm a list of countries where the adventure could take place.
· You will be divided into groups of 2 or 3 to plan for your adventure

	Find and Filter 
Work in your small groups 
· Use World Book Student to look for information on your country
· You can use the Atlas as a starting point – click on a continent (North America) – it displays the countries(Canada, US etc) – click on a country and it shows the provinces or states etc. To the right of each new map is a list of topics that you can search about that area of the world 
· Each Article page has a list of related resources – assign each team member to look at different resources 

· Keep your list in mind as you search

· Share what you find and decide collaboratively what to use and then use the My Backpack feature to save what you found to be useful

	Work with the Information 
Work alone
· Create a 2-column 20-row table using pencil and paper or a word processor

· As you read your articles decide on the most important/useful information and copy or copy/paste it into the left column of your table – each idea goes in a separate box

· Share your table information with your teammates and revise as necessary – keep only the important stuff

· Now create your notes – read the information in each box the left hand column and re-write it in your own words in the box beside it on the right
· Check your notes by asking a team mate if they make sense to them – cover the information on the left side when they read the right side (it’s a better test of how well you have written your notes!)
Work as a tem

· Based on the information that you have gathered about your country decide on the 5 items that you will take with you


	Communicate 
· Work as a team to decide on the best way to share you decision with your classmates
· You will have to present and defend your decision

· Your tools or supplies should be presented in a visual format and your reasons should be presented orally and supported by your research ( e.g. –we decided on an axe because the area has many trees which we will need to cut for firewood or to build a shelter)
· The visual presentation could be a poster or a PowerPoint presentation


	Reflect
· How similar were the choices in each group?
· Which search was most useful – using a basic keyword search to find the articles or using the Atlas to work your way down to the information?
· How well did your team work together?
· Did knowing about where you were going help you to make your decision?

Assessment
· Students should be assessed on:

· Working with Information – the quality of their notes – format and content ( are they in their own words)
· Communicate – does their final product effectively present their perspective – can they adequately support their choces? 
· Use the ICT Performance Standards to help you develop the assessment rubrics – the standards are developed for grades 5 – 10. (See the Quick Scale)
