Lesson Plan: “Un changement de look” 


Secondary French A2.1

	Focus 

You have been given the task of preparing a “changement de look” for a famous personality. You will need to include a photo or drawing of the person before and after the makeover. Explain your choices and include the prices for the clothing items chosen. You are limited to a maximum cost of $500.00, including taxes, for all clothing purchases and accessories.

You will read the article “Magasiner avec une styliste”, Coup de pouce, décembre 2009, found at http://search.ebscohost.com/login.aspx?direct=true&db=rch&AN=45588195&site=ehost-live
Students will be divided into groups to plan the perfect makeover of a famous person to present to the class.  

	Find and Filter 

Work as a whole class and in small groups 

· Before using the article from Coup de Pouce, “Magasiner avec une styliste”, 
· Review/teach clothing vocabulary as well as assessories, fabrics, colours, and descriptive adjectives. 

· Build a class word wall using this vocabulary and continue to add to it throughout the activies.

· Ask students to collect pictures from magazines or from the Internet to add to the vocabulary already listed on the word wall; 

· Read the article “Magasiner avec une styliste”

· Students can also use the online version of Coup de Pouce for reviewing their style suggestions for different body types (see address below);

· Students need to keep the maximum total price of $500 in mind as they make choices.



	Work with the Information 

Work alone

· Chose a celebrity and find before and after photos; 

· Create a 4-column 2-row table to record clothing and accessories;

· Justify the choices based on style and personality and summarize the costs. 

Work as a team of 4

· Share your table information with another group and revise as necessary – keep only the important information;

· Ask if it makes sense to them; 

· Decide which fashion makeover is the most interesting to share with the class. 

	Communicate 

· Work as a team to decide on the best way to share your makeover with your classmates
· The visual presentation could be a poster, Powerpoint, comic strip, but you must include a visual and oral component. 

· Divide the tasks amongst the group (visuals, text, oral presentation, etc.) Everyone must participate in the presentation. 

	Reflect

· What challenges did you experience when reading and doing research? 
· How well did your team work together?
· Did your plan help you in your research?
· What resource was easy to use?
· Will you make changes in your own personal fashion choices? If so, how?

Outlining the lesson
· Using the article, model the process to find the key words and structures to describe clothing and style choices;

· Help students in preparing a possible clothing list including styles, fabrics, and colours;

· Demonstrate using the 4 column table as a way to record key information; 

· Model how to synthesize the text and write in one’s own words using key structures that communicate the big ideas;

· If you wish, ask students to include individual pricing information and where items can be purchased.

Assessment
· Students should be assessed on:
· Find and Filter - how well the information that they gathered relates to their plan
· Working with Information – how well they were able to locate and record key ideas and vocabulary 
· Working with Information – the quality of their notes – format and content (are they in their own words)
· Communicate – does their final product effectively present their perspective – can they adequately support their choices? 
· Speaking Production – Is the student able to share a short prepared talk on the topic in understandable French?
· Use the ICT Performance Standards to help you develop the assessment.
· Develop the criteria of the final presentation with your students beforehand if possible.
